wins VISTA Award

At the recently held national conference of
the American Society of Healthcare
Engineering in Nashville, Tenn., the 2005
Annual VISTA Award was given to Portland-
based Giffin Bolte Jurgens Architects and its
project team for its work on the Campus
Renewal project for Providence St. Peter
Hospital in Olympia, Wash.

Team members for the award winning proj-
ect also included Sellen Construction and
Providence St. Peter Hospital.

The VISTA Award, given by ASHE, the
American Hospital Association, and the
American Institute of Architects Academy of
Architecture for Health, recognizes teamwork
in the design and construction of the built
health care environment.

This year, 44 submittals were received and
five winners were announced in four cate-
gories. The categories included: renovation,
new construction, infrastructure and sustain-
able design. The Providence St. Peter Hospital
project team won in the renovation category.

Providence St. Peter Hospital is a not-for-
profit, 390-bed regional medical center serving
the five-county South Sound region with med-
ical, surgical and behavioral health services. Its
173-acre campus includes forest areas and pre-
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served wetlands. To improve quality, function
and aesthetics of the campus, the Campus
Renewal project was launched in the year 2000.
The three areas of focus for the project, which
totaled $33 million in costs, included a new
78,000-square-foot emergency center and lab-
oratory addition, a public concourse and lobby
addition and renovation, and a new 470-vehi-
cle parking structure. Sellen Construction
served as the general contractor on all three
phases, and final work was completed in
August 2004.

“The wisdom, talent and perseverance of the
project team members over many years of
work have made this new incarnation, dubbed
the ‘fourth’ St. Peter Hospital, a tremendous
success,” said Scott Bond, chief executive officer
and president of Providence St. Peter Hospital.

Giffin Bolte Jurgens also recently finished
design work on a $42 million addition to
MultiCare Medical Center, in Tacoma, Wash.,
and a $17 million addition to the Mary Bridge
Children’s Hospital, also in Tacoma.
Additionally, the firm is a design team member
for the 100,000-square-foot Oregon Clinic in
Portland and continues to do master planning
work for hospitals throughout the Pacific
Northwest.
